DURING the early weeks of this year there was evident among our

The result was
achieved and our. boys same out of the first round of matches on top
-a position which we have not enjoyed for several years. It now
remains for the team to carryon the good work it has begun.

Of the matches played in the first round there is very little of
interest to relate, except, perhaps, the excitement during the match
against S.V.C. at Queenborough on March 6th.
